If you would like to purchase 
books for your child, I ask that you send in a check made out to the book club 
rather than cash. Book orders are sent home the first Friday of each month, 
as is the monthly class newsletter. If you are sending in a book order, please 
do so by the following Friday. Please remember to label the envelope! Separate 
checks are required for different book orders. There is also the option of 
ordering online from home. The online ordering code is H2C9V.

If your child will be ordering pizza on Tuesdays, please place the money 
in an envelope with your child’s name, as well as the number of slices of pizza 
and whether or not they will be getting a drink and/or dessert. I need to let 
the office know how many slices of pizza we will need first thing in the 
morning.

Classroom volunteers will not start until October so that the children 
and I get to know each other, and so they become familiar with our routine.
